On Sunday, May 19, the Day of Pentecost, millions of Christians 

around the world will celebrate, Pentecost is a significant event 

in the liturgical calendar that commemorates a pivotal moment 

in the history of Christianity.

This manifestation of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost marked the 

fulfillment of Jesus' promise to send the Comforter, the Spirit of 

Truth, who would guide believers in all truth and empower 

them to be witnesses of Christ in all the world. 

 The disciples, filled with the Holy Spirit, began to speak in dif-

ferent languages, which attracted the attention of the crowd 

gathered in Jerusalem.  
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The Day of Pentecost marked the beginning of the Christian 

Church. After receiving the Holy Spirit, the disciples went out 

and preached the gospel with courage and authority, leading 

thousands of people to become followers of Jesus. The power 

of the Holy Spirit transformed Jesus' fearful followers into 

courageous witnesses who were willing to face persecution 

and adversity for the love of their Lord.  

Today, the Day of Pentecost remains a vital celebration in the 

life of the church. It reminds us of the importance of the Holy 

Spirit in our lives as believers and challenges us to seek a re-

newed experience of his transforming power.   

In conclusion, celebrating the Day of Pentecost is an oppor-

tunity to reflect on the gift of the Holy Spirit in our lives and 

in the life of the church. It is a time to renew our dependence 

on the Holy Spirit, seeking His guidance, power, and fullness 

in all that we do. It is also a reminder of diversity in unity, as 

the Holy Spirit enabled the disciples to speak in different lan-

guages, a sign of the universality of the gospel.

United Methodists relate to this special Sunday by seeking 

peaceful solutions, creating and supporting peace-related 

ministries in their conference and learning about peaceful, 

just efforts around the world. Our Social Principles call us to 

love our enemies, seek justice, and serve as reconcilers of 

conflict. We insist that the first moral duty of all nations is to 

work together to resolve by peaceful means every dispute 

that arises between or among them. 

The United Methodist Church, with its historic commitment 

to peace and justice, can and should provide leadership to 

this social transformation. The General Board of Church and 

Society Church holds a non-governmental, consultative status 

with the United Nations. This status allows us 

to participate in UN meetings, consultations 

and conferences. We recognize and renew our 

call for social transformation, for the quest to 

open the doors of opportunity for all, to dis-

tribute resources more equitably, and to pro-

vide better care for persons in need. 

Donations for this special Sunday support pro-

grams and ministries to educate, equip and 

mobilize actions in support of identified Economic, Health, 

and Gender Justice Priorities. 

Half of the funds collected on this Special Sunday remain in 

the Annual Conference to strengthen social justice ministries 

within the local conference. Within most Annual Conferences, 

a Peace with Justice Coordinator works with the Church and 

Society to provide educational resources, building and sus-

taining relationships, and help mobilize networks to engage 

in social advocacy and action. 

The other half of the donations collected fund national and 

international peacemaking ministries and grants. We achieve 

peace with justice efforts by working with the World Council 

of Churches, interfaith and ecumenical bodies, and secular 

organizations for social-justice policies and programs that 

seek the wholeness of shalom for all of God’s people. Three 

different grants are created and made available to United 

Methodist congregations and organizations that support Eth-

nic/Minority Local Church ministries, and programs related 

to the Peace with Justice Sunday. Church and Society awards 

these grants annually.
