 The Outreach team has 
been visiting Campo Café now 
for five weeks. We are going 
out to the camp on Wednes-

day evenings now through 
July 4 th  until we 
are confident 
the workers are 

assimilated and 
getting steady 
work. The rainy 

weather has 
made for a slow spring in re-
gards to working in the fields 
and orchards.  We have 32 

workers and their family 
members at the camp at this 
time, including four small 
children and two women.  

 Our food supply annually

The church has 
made up for that by providing 
over 1000 pounds of canned 
food, beans, tortillas and fresh 

foodstuffs to the camp. We
