 On July 27
th
, I will begin a sermon series on five major 

world religions (including Christianity).  We live in a time when 
I believe we need to listen to the faith of others.  Chances are 
greater today than ever before you know someone of a differ-
ent faith.  I believe understanding is the only place where 
peace can find a homeðunderstanding and mutual respect.  
Thomas Merton said that God speaks to us in three places: in 
scripture, in our deepest selves, and in the voice of the 
stranger.  God speaks to us through the voice of other faiths.  
God works through people of other faiths (there are examples 
in our scriptures). 
 My hope is this series will give you an opportunity to invite 
non-church or nominally church friends to attend worship with 
you.  I have three main questions I will ask in this series:  1) 
What human condition does the religion speak to?  2) What do 
the religion say about the human/divine relationship? 3) What 
gift does the religion have for us? 
 My hope is we will come to a deeper appreciation of other 
religions through understanding what we have in common and 
what we donôt.  My disclaimer is I am not an expert on the 
World Religions and not everything can be explained in a ser-
mon.  May you be inspired to learn more.  May new bridges be 
built between us.  May our hearts and minds be opened wider 
as we learn together.
